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TO ASSEMBLE THE LAMP:

1. Detach the mounting plate from the wall lamp and mount it to the wall. Make sure to use appropiate screws 
and rawlplugs/anchors. Mount the wall lamp to the plate on the wall using the plated screws.

2. Turn the screws clockwise for fastening.



TO ASSEMBLE THE LAMP:

3. Attach the trestle and the 600mm diameter lampshade to the wall box using set screws.

4. Place a recommended light bulb in the E14 socket.
